Rainfall Above Average
In All Districts

Last year's rainfall in all

SA districts was substan-

tially above the average for

previous years.

In the North-East pas
toral country last year's average
rainfall showed an increase of
31 Inches on that for previous
years. Yearly increases were '

more variable in the Far North
and the North-West pastoral
areas, but were respectively
about one inch and 2} inches
above average. i

Recordings from 37 centres on
the West Coast indicated that
this area received an average
increased rainfall of 15 inches
last year. An average increase
of 3* inches was recorded in the

Upper North, while in the Lower
North the increase was slightly
over five inches.

On York* Peninsula four
centres recorded slightly less
than the average, but 17 centres
averaged about two inches more

than usual.

Adelaide recorded 2489 points
last year, an increase of- 80

points above the average, but
other stations on the Adelaide
Plains and in County tight re

ceived an average of 33 inches
above their normal rainfall.

Highest Increase

In the Mt. Lofty Ranges the

highest individual increase oi
13 inches was recorded at Mt.
Compass, and the district gene
rally received about six tocher
more than the normal amounts
for previous years.

Palls in the Murray Valley
ranged from 2399 at Meninfri

to 1498 at Renmark, and tbe 2T
recording stations averaged
about 35 inches above their nor

mal ralnfalL
