VISIT TO ROME.

BRITISH MINISTERS' PLANS.

Discussing the Spanish Problem.

ROME, Jan. 2.-The official programme

for the visit to Rome of the British

Prime Minister (Mr. Chamberlain) and

Foreign Secretary (Viscount Halifax) was

published today.

The British Ministers will arrive in Rome

by special train on the afternoon of

January 11. They will stay at the Villa

Madama, on Monte Mario, frequently
used for the entertainment of distin

guished guests. They will visit Signor

Mussolini at the Palazzo Venesia and

will be the Duce's guests at a banquet

in the evening. On January 12 they will

place wreaths on the tombs of King Hum

bert and Queen Margherita, after which

they will lunch with the King and wit

ness a Young Fascists' training display.

The following day they will be received

in audience by the Pope, attend the Gov

ernor of Rome's reception and give a

banquet at the British Embassy in the

evening. On January 14 they will leave

for home.

LONDON. Jan. 2.-"The Times" points

out that the programme will enable

presumably will be arranged as the dis

cussions develop. "It is a
certainty,"

King-Carol's courage and initiative, the

correspondent states, have eliminated the

crippling political uncertainties and se

cured tranqullity, but he is still elabor

ately guarded, police lining the streets

when he goes to SinaL.

No racial

Aryan standards are being created. It

is felt that international action should

open new territories for Jewish migration.

There is a desire to improve relations

with Hungary in order to remove trading
and travel barriers. Rumania must be

friendly with Germany but 'will preserve

liberty of action. Hungary, although more

closely connected with the axis, also de

sires to preserve her nationalism and tra

ditions. She and Rumania must, there

fore, manoeuvre adroitly, for they face

the same potential peril.

FLIGHT TO AUSTRALIA

Record for German Airmen Claimed.

BERLIN. Jan. 1.--It is claimed that

two German alrmen-Lientenants Pul

kowaki and "Jennettwho are flying to

Austrlia in a two-seater plane, have

broken the world record for a long
distance flight in a light machine by
covering 4,000 miles nop-stop between

Bengahaad (Trpoli) and Gaya (India).
The flyers were on the fourth lap of

their Journey from Germany to Australia.

They flew blind for two nights, encount

ered adverse winds and sandstorms, and

had to climb over mountains.

SUBSIDISED SHIPPING.

Possible British Counter-move.

LONDON, Jan. 2.-The City editor of

SUBMARINE EQUALITY.

REACTIONS TO NAZI CLAIM.

Effect on Britain's Programme.

LONDON, Jan. 2.--Commenting on the
German Government's notification to

Britain that it intends to build.up its sub

marine fleet to a tonnage equalling that
of the British Empire--a right reserved

to it under the Anglo-German Naval

agreement--Mr. H. C. Bywater, the naval

correspondent of the "Dally Telegraph,"
says that well-informed naval circles pre

dict radical changes in the British naval

programme for the current year if Ger

many insists on building submarines,

especially in view of the underwater

strength of Italy, Germany and Japan.
Under the Anglo-German Naal Agree

ment Germany has the right, while not

exceeding 35 per cent of Britain's total

naval tonnage, to possess submarine ton

nage equal to the total submarine ton

nage possessed by members of the British

Commonwealth. Germany undertook in

1935 that her submarine tonnage should

not exceed 45 per cent of the total sub

marine tonnage possessed by the British

Commonwealth, but reserved the right in
the event of a situation arising which in

her opinion made it necessary for Ger

many to avail herself of her right to

equality In submarine tannage to give
notice to this effect to the British Gov
ernment and agreed that the matter
should be the subject of friendly discus
sion before the German Government
exercised that right.

A delegation from the British Ad
miralty went to Berlin last Thursda and

discussed the matter with the German
naval awuthoriBes, "in a most friendly
atmosphere,"

a subsequent British com

mlnique stated, which added:-'The
German Govemment will in due course

give a definite reply in writing."

Consraction of Destroyers.
Mr. Bywater points out that Germany,

Italy and Japan possess 264 submarines,

while Britain has only 178 destroyers,
some of them obsolete, compared with

357 In 1914. The majority of British
officers with wartime experience, he

states, are urging the construction of

anti-submarine forces, in the shape of a
large number of medium-size destroyers,
of which 50, between 800 and 1,000 tons

each. would be welcome. Possibly 24 to
30 of these will be ordered this year, an
order which would be well within the

capacity of the shipbuilding industry it
the design were siimplified and the equip
ment standardised. Mr. Bywater adds
that the destroyers at present building
are virtually small cruisers of 1.680 to
1,920 tons.

The Berlin correspondent of "The
Times" states that Germany is anxous
to build 1,000-ton submarines and is not

expected to modify its attitude when it

defines it by way of a Note to Britain in

the next few days.
The "Manchester Guardian"

says it is
believed that Germany is waiving her

claim to build two additional 8-inch gun
cruisers, after assurances from the Bri
tish naval delegates at the Berlin code

ference that Russia is not building sec

retly similar vessels for use In the Baltic.

However, Germany is stil adamant on

the question of submarine equality.

The diplomatic correspondent of the

"Daily
Herald" states: "Germany Inti

mated her submarine claim to Britain
on December

12, which was the day be
fore Mr. Chamberlain's speech to the
Foreign Press Association. The German

announcement bitterly disappointed Mr,
Chamberlain, who regarded the Anglo
German Naval Treaty as one of the Gov
ernments major successes. He decided

to keep the affair secret tmtil fuller in

The Spanish Danger.

PARIS TAKES IT CALMLY.

Modification of Naval Plans Likely.

PARIS, Jan. 1.-The German naval

claims have been taken calmly here. al

though they are not relished. It is

believed, however, that Britain Is de

termined that her navy should not lose

its relative strength. Nevertheless, sub

stantial modification of the French naval

plans is expected in order to prevent a

dangerous inferiority compared with the

combined Italian and German submarine

leets.

MOSCOW COMMENT.

"So-called Policy of Appeasement."

MOSCOW, Jan. 1.-"Pravda," com

menting on Germany's Intention to build

up her submarine fleet and her desire to

increase her ratio of A-class cruisers and

make other modifications, states that

it must not be forgotten that Germany
requires a powerful submarine fleet in

order to realise her African ambitions

and adds that Germany again demon

strates what may be expected from her

so-called policy of appeasement.

NEW YEAR'S EVE IN U.S.A.

Death's Untimely Harvest.

NEW YORK, Jan 1.--During celebra

tions on New Year's Eve 113 Americans

were killed, the majority in car smashes.

The proprietor's wife and three children

and one guest were burnt to death when

a fire broke out during a party at an

hotel at Remford, Maine. The building

was destroyed.

A miner ran amuck and died of the

effects of black damp when trapped in

a corridor through fire breaking out in

a shaft of a mine at Clinton, Indiana.

Eighteen miners were saved after rescue

efforts lasting 12 hours, the rescuers ad

vancing behind a wall of pure air, forced

in under pressure.

A dentist named Henry Stell provided

the season's strangest suicide. He entered

a New York hotel filled with revellers,

sat down, propped up his watch in front

of him, and waited until 138 had ticked

away. Then he fired a bullet through his

heart on the stroke of midnight.

Police snatched to safety a man who

had climbed out an to the coping of a

syseraper.

In New York

alone 142 people were taken to hospital
suffering from the effects of alcoholism.

HOLIDAY ACCIDENTS.

FIFTY DEATHS IN VICTORIA.

Tragedies Since Christmas Eve.

MELBOURNE, Jan. 2.-With 50 deaths

from holiday accidents since Christmas
Eve, Victoria has msuffered the worst loss
of life from to New Year ever

recorded. In nn to these fatalities
among holiday-makers, there were nine

people killed in the normal course of their
duties during the holidays. There were

also six Victorians killed in accidents in
other States.

Road accidents were the cause of most

of the fatalities and motor cars
.wereresponsible for 20 deaths. Drowning ac

counted for 18 deaths, including five at

Chelsea. Six in the Ilurray and six
in other country streams.

Two motor cyclists were killed during
races and a jockey was killed at Horsham
races. There was one snake-bite fatality
dnd two people were burnt to death.

GRAND PRIX TRAGEDYi

Car Crashes into Posts.

ADELAIDE, Jan. 2.--Crashing success

ively into three posts while travelling
at more than 80 miles an hour, Verney
Scott Leach (about 27), single, workshop
manager for Sporting Cars, of Calpell

street, North Melbourne, was killed almost

instantaneously this afternoon while- he
was driving In the second last lap of

the Australian Grand Prix (150 miles)
in the racing car of J. O'Dea (Victoria).

Leach was driving in front of Idster

Jackson (Victoria). Approaching the

Gumerscha turn on the 8*-mile Lobethal
circuit, which was lined by about 50,000

Deople, his car left the road, skidded on
the soft metal and struck three posts
one after another before it rolled over,
Pinning Leach underneath it.

Leach suffered terrible injuries. He

was rushed to the Lobethal District Hos
pital but was dead on arrival.

As the car struck one of the posts a

cushion flew from it, striking Lister Jack

son, who was close behind, on the head,
but Jackson was able to avoid the car,
which had been driven into second place
in the South Australian Junior Grand

Prix earlier in the day.

Before the crash in which he was

killed, Leach had provided a spectacular

Incident at Kayannie corner, when his
car skidded through the sandbags and

travelled for about 50 yards in a ditch

before regaining the road.

THE CATALAN OFFENSIVE.

LOYALIST RESISTANCE.

BIGGER BATILE EXPECTED.

LONDON;, Jan. 1--Heavy fighting in
which the bayonet at times has been

freely used is still being waged on the

Catalan front where, ten days ago, Gene

ral Franco launched a surprise offensive

in bitter weather over a wide area

in a drive against Barcelona and Tarra

gona. The country between the Ebro and

Segre rivers is the scene of the conflict

and the loyalists are resisting vigorously

According to the 'Daily
Telegraph"

both

sides are preparing for a great battle and

are holding their best troops in readiness
for the engagement. The main defence
line extends for 50 miles and both armies
are fighting with the greatest courage.

General Pranco's advance, it is reported,
has been checked except on two flanks.

The Hendaye correspondent of "The
Times" says that the heavy flank attack

launched by General Sarabia against

General Gambara's Italian divisions
failed to get home but parried the in
surgent threat to Borjasblancas, which

the Italians falsely claimed to have cap
tured. General Sarabia's counter-attack

was made southward of Lerida towards
Saroca against the Italian troops which,
after crossing the Segre, attacked Borjas

blancas, whose fall and the cutting of

the road would greatly facilitate the in

surgent ofensive against Tarragona.

Rebel bombing planes had previously
wrecked the' town. General Sarabia is

being assisted by Colonel Lister and

Colonel Modesto along the Aspa-Cogull
Albages line. Sarocs is the centre of a

network of roads providing communica

tion between the rebel headquarters and

General Franco's troops at Borjasblancas.

Rebel Advance Slowed.

According to the correspondent of the

"Daily Telegraph" at Hendaye the loyal
ists'

main lines are intact. The Barce
lona correspondent of the same journal
says that the tenth day of the offensive

witnessed the slowing down of General
Franco's advance and that Tarragona
and Barcelona were not endangered.

"The rebel progress," he states, "has

been reduced to a nille a day at a few
points with heavy cost. The loyalist re

sistance is tremendous and one position

was won and lost 19 times. The battle

has been unique for its desperate bayonet
fighting. Three loyalist anti-aircraft

batteries brought down three of seven

bombers. Ionehanded, Private Julian
Arguis wrecked a tank with hand gren

ades, forced the door open with a pick

axe and took prisoner the Italian crew.

Another group destroyed eight tanks with

grenades and a battalion of loyalists en

trapped five rebel battalions, killing
700."

However, the correspondent of the

"Daily
Mall"

at Burgos (the seat of

General Franco's government) says that

General Franco has expressed complete
satisfaction with the Catalonian cam

paign. "Spain," the insurgent leader
added, "will be organised on a basis of

conscription after the war and, as a
nation in arms, will not be omitted from

international Mediterranean talks."

Tarragona's Mountain Ramparts.

The correspondent of "The Times" at
rebel Saragossa, in a dispatch tonight,
says:--Except in the north, three days

of brilliant sunshine have favoured the

progress of General Franco's offensive,
permitting full exploitation of aircraft

and artillery. General Solchaga's Navar
rese army corps is advancing in the
southern sector despite the necessity of

storming a succession of well-defended

'ridges between the River Segre and the

Tlerra de Llena foothills--fhe first moun

tain ramparts guarding Tarragona. Gene
ral Solchaga is pushing on from recently
captured Granadella and is ahead of the

timetable. The position of the loyalists

on the Lower Ebro Is becoming Increas
ingly trecarious and those near Falset
are retreating. The Italians on their

left flanking movement near Albages are

meeting with increased difficulties de

spite their daily artillery activity and their
advance guard Is stil eight miles from
Boriasblancas and the great Lerida-Tar

ragona Highway. Hitherto, only two
divisions of legionaries have gone into
action-namely, the Littoria, wholly Ita

lian-and the Green Arrows, which are

Spanish efficered. The Italians' capture

of Cubells (an important base in the

Balaguer sector) has extended the rebel

grasp on the loyalists round Lerida to
wards Artesa, an important Junction con

necting Barcelona with Sen de Urgel, the
main loyalist base in the Pyrenees."

GIBRALTAR, Jan. 1.-British Ad

miralty tugs today refloated the Spanish
loyalist destroyer, Jose Luis Dies, which

was intercepted by rebel warships when

endeavouring to creep out of the harbour

early on Friday morning, and was forced

back and grounded, after having been
badly damaged in the subsequent engage
ment. The vessel was towed into dock and

has been interned.

The Jose Luis Diez had been in refuge
in the harbour since last August, when
she was badly damaged in a battle with

Insurgent craft. A waiting cordon of

rebel ships caught her as she steamed

with dowsed lights out from Gibraltar
on Friday morning, and in the ensuing
battle seven members of the crew were

either killed or fatally injured. The dead

were today buried at sea, off Europa
Point, from the British destroyer Glow

worm.

Dollars for Scalps.

BRISBANE,- Jan. 2.--"You pay for

Japanese scalp collected by a guerilla,"

said Mr. Jim Ing Tong, who is travelling
to Sydney by the Changte, which arrived

in Brisbane on Saturday from Hong Hong.

~Every Chinese-in the war zone villages

has a gun. He shoots at a Japanese on

sight. The war is only temporary, and

the Japanese manpower is bound to be

exhausted. The invaders have to main

tain long lines of communication in occu

pied territory. The fighting inland is
done by the Chinese Peace Preservation
Corps, which is assisted by guerillas. Re

gular troops are used when opportunities
offer for. counter-attacks.

"Censorship, Intimidation, Spying"

NEW YORK, Jan. 1.-In a dispatch

from Chile the special correspondents of

the "New Yokc Times" who reported the

Pan-American Conference last month at

Lima (Peru) declare the conference

functioned under an amazing dictatorial

regime, with censorship, intimidation and

spying.

The Peruvian Government, they state,

not only tried to control newspaper cor

respondents, but it censored and spied

on the delegates. Secret service men were

one night found searching the United

States delegates' offices while the dele

gates were being banquetted. The Peru

vian pressure reached a climax when Dr.

Carlos Concha (chairman of the confer

ence) falsely issued an "official state

ment" to the Press that the delegates had

unanimously agreed to sign Argentina's

modified solidarity agreement. The dele
gates refused to be stampeded, and the

statement was contradicted.

The correspondents describe the cen

eorship, spying and pressure to which

they were subjected. They declare that

Lima on the opening day of the conference

was like a scene at a Nazi rally. Thou

sands of swastika flags were flown, and

there were more Italian and Japanese

flags than those of the American Re

publicf. Throughout the conference the

Government-controlled Press gave pro

minence to attacks from the totalitarian

States.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 2.-It has been

revealed the pro-Fascist Peruvian Go

vernment, violating diplomatic immunity,
had all the

delegates'

mail opened, delay

ing delivery up to six hours. Chauffeurs

allocated to delegates were in secret ser

vice pay. Moreover, detectives kept a con

stant watch on delegates' movements.

Agents provocateur were used to intimi

date newspapermen, at least one of whom

was threatened with deportation because

he exposed Italian and German attempts

to sabotage the conference.

FRENCH BUDGET.

PASSED BY SENATE.

Stormy Session Ended.

PARIS.
Jan. 2.--After a stormy session

in both Houses, the Senate early this

morning passed the Budget by 281 votes

to 16.

Several delays in the Chamber of De

puties on Saturday evening caused much

concern and at one stage the Prime Min

ister (M. Daladier) announced that he

would postpone his departure to Tunis

and Corsica. Eventually the Budget was

passed by 372 votes to 299 and was then

referred to the Senate, after which more

difficulties arbse. However, these were

finally resolved and the Budget was ap

proved by an overwhelming majority.

Germans, Austrians and

Czechs are comparatively reluctant to

enter south Africa, fearing the possl

bility of Germany regaining African ter

ritory. The applications to go to Canada

are the second highest in number, being
about 300 weekly.

Many German and Czech Jews have

given Australia House details of machin

ery they propose to take to 'Australia for

the purpose of opening factories, and for

which they seek Customs concessions.

The details are being forwarded to Can

berra, where it will be decided whether

the factories are desirable.
Australia House expects that 3,000
